Of special note, there is a new 
bikeway that PBOT says is ready 
for riders.  This is a new 9 mile 
stretch that connects the Spring-
water Corridor with NE Lombard 
Street.  The bikeway roughly follows 
28th Avenue, but jogs periodically 
to parallel streets for stretches.  At 
difficult intersections, bike-friendly 
crossing signals have been installed 
as well as two-way bike lanes to 
guide riders along the way.  Check 
it out!
